Programme Highlight:

Schneider Busway Guangzhou was initially set up in 1997 in the Guangzhou Economic & Technological
Development Zone, PRC. The factory was built to manufacture Square D I-Line Busway to cope with
rapid expansion of power network in Greater China and South East Asia. Product lines include /-Line I/
Series high power busway and Canalis Series low to medium power busway, which mainly supply for the
Asia Pacific and Middle East Markets. The annual production volume reaches 200 km of high power
busway in 2007 while the number of employee was about 280. SBG's successful stories include: 2008
